Dramaturgy: Response has been slow from the FST. Mike has said there are difficulties with the two tier approach. They are not ready to talk about it. But will be ready after April. Mike was asked to tell members about where the response is, so far, to the dramaturgy agreement proposal. 

Commissioning contract: It has been noted that the contract needs a ‘legal clean’. Richard Finnelly has been recommended. The contract probably needs updating. There has also been some discussion about writers getting their plays back when plays are complete and there is no decision to produce. The NTS want to give plays back earlier. This was felt by the committee to be a good thing.

An increase of the commission of no less than 2% will be considered by April. £8160, was asked for, but rejected.

Creative Scotland: Board agreed that Douglas would attend the conference about Creative Scotland on the 28th April 09. Peter Arnott will also be attending. The board felt that it would be a good idea to run an event for members about Creative Scotland to clarify and explain new situation. Oliver suggested that it would be good to do this before the AGM.

NTS workshop: Francis Poet has communicated that she wants writers to get involved with the workshop. It was suggested that it would be useful if we knew who the ‘go to’ person was for writers at NTS. Douglas agreed to contact Francis via email.

Victor Carin: SSP was the agent for Victor Carin, with Charles Hart administrating. The files are in Glasgow University archive. Carin donated all of his royalties to the SSP. For the next meeting we need to think about what to do with the money (VAT) and also to honour the fact that a writer ahs donated their royalties to the SSP.
